How to Mulch your garden.

If you're looking for a way to save lots of time in the garden, look no further. Mulching your flower and vegetable beds will drastically reduce the amount of time spent weeding, watering and fighting pests. Mulch also improves the appearance of your garden, and keeps dirt from splashing up on your flowers and vegetables when it rains.

If possible, consider using an organic mulch. Organic mulches are those that used to be living material, such as barkdust, garden compost/mulch,  leaves, grass clippings. These organic mulches improve the soil by adding nutrients as they decompose and encouraging earthworm activity.  In the Northwest we have a great selection of barks and garden compost/mulch. For better results spread at least 2”-3” in the beds and in fall you may want to add extra  compost in sum areas to help plants winter over.  In the spring, any extra mulch can also be tilled in the soil.  Adding organic mulch to your beds is good for the soil and add beauty to you landscape.
